GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS

1. Designation MHS92 refers to
basic tool without positioners.

2. The tool has a double acting ratchet. Note
that tool cannot be opened without com—
pleting cycle.

SETTING UP INSTRUCTIONS

1. Tool must be in open position.
2. Remove safety clip from positioner guide.
3. Select paositioner for contact to be crimped.

4. Insert positioner into tool pasitioner guide and
tum 90 degrees until bayonet pins lock.

5. Install safety <lip into positioner guide {optional).
